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(9:19-23).

They wanted to be neutral.

They were afraid of the consequences of getting involved with Jesus.
(Matthew 12:30).

(Mark 8:38).

Are you a nominal Christian with no intention of really getting involved?
(Revelation 3:16).

1. The Class Represented By The Blind Man
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Conclusion:

He shared with others what Jesus had done for him (9:11).

He boldly affirmed that Jesus was a prophet of God (9:17).

He wasn’t afraid what his peers would think or do (9:30-33).

Though he suffered the consequence of his conviction, he also enjoyed the reward
of his conviction (9:41).
