• Things are really bad in Israel. 

• The Philistines occupy the land. 

• Most of the men in Israel are in hiding, and those 
who stand to fight have no weapons (13:22). 

• Saul is a rejected king ruling over a crumbling 
kingdom. 

• In the midst of this, we hear – “For nothing 
restrains the Lord from saving by many or by 
few” (1 Samuel 14:6). 
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• Jonathan has a “secret” plan (14:1). 

• While Jonathan was acting, Saul was sitting (14:2). 

• Between Jonathan and the Philistines. 

• Bozez – Slippery. 

• Seneh – Thorny. 

• Jonathan trusts the Lord (14:6; Joshua 23:10). 

• This is not a presumptuous act, for he allows God 
to say, “no” (14:9-10).
