B. Failure to acknowledge the divisions of the Bible.

1. Old and New Testaments.
C. Failure to understand different forms of literature in the Bible.

1. Proverbs (Proverbs 15:1; Proverbs 22:6).

2. Figurative language (Mark 14:22-24).

D. Failure to read honestly (Acts 17:11-12; Matthew 13:15).
Trying to find something new (Nehemiah 9:3).
F. Baggage - Assume truths without checking for ourselves.
