C Jesus will be revealed from heaven and descend with the angels (1 Thess. 1:7; 4:16).
C When he comes, he will bring with him the departed saints (1 Thess. 4:14).
C There will be a resurrection of the dead (John 5:28-29).
C Then we who are alive and remain will be changed (1 Thess. 4:17; 1 Cor. 15:51-52).
C At this point, the universe will be destroyed (2 Peter 3:10-11).
C Then the righteous as well as the unrighteous will be judged and separated (2 Cor. 5:10; Matt.

25:31-33).
C The faithful will be granted an entrance into heaven (Matt. 25:34).
C The unfaithful will then be cast into hell and punished forever (Matt. 25:41; Rev. 20:15).

C Jesus will not establish an earthly kingdom and begin to rule over it (1 Cor. 15:24-26).
C There will not be a secret rapture in which only the righteous are taken from the earth (John

5:28-29; Rev. 1:7).
C We will not live for another 1000 years on this earth (2 Peter 3:10-12).
C Jesus will not actually set foot on the earth again (1 Thess. 4:17).
